• Storm water run-off projects help to slow erosion of the banks, thereby improving the water   

 

   quality and stabilizing the soil on  the banks of Sligo Creek so a more natural habitat can once 

 

   again flourish.

These volunteer efforts are all direct actions towards improving the Sligo Creek watershed. Isn’t it nice to get immediate rewards for your work? Take a moment and look at the other people who are working along with you. They are young, old and in-between and come from many cultural and ethnic backgrounds. Try to see the beauty of Sligo Creek through the eyes of a fish, mallard or salamander. A world of nature surrounds you: A world that deserves to be protected and preserved for generations to come.
